PLANTING
COTTON

The Texas Boll Weevil Eradication Pro-
gram is a grower-initiated and funded
program, established by the Texas Legis-
lature in 1993, designed to eliminate
the boll weevil from the cotton fields of
Texas. With oversight from the Texas
Department of Agriculture, the non-
profit, Texas Boll Weevil Eradication
Foundation carries out the grower initi-
ated mission of eliminating the boll
weevil from Texas cotton in the most
cost effective, environmentally sensitive

manner possible.

The state is broken up into 16 zones. All
cotton producers within a zone are re-
quired to participate in the boll weevil
eradication program.

Report all cotton acres

All cotton growers
within an eradica-
tion zone are re-

quired to partici-

pate in the eradi-
cation program approved by grower referen-
dum for that zone. Participation requires timely
reporting to the Foundation all information re-
garding all commercial and non-commercial
cotton, and of all cotton grown for ornamental,
research, or any other purpose as provided in
the Texas Administrative Code (section 74.121).
Growers are also required to provide field ac-

cess to all cotton fields.

Payment of the zone assessment

Cotton growers are required to pay the pro-
gram assessment in the amount and manner
approved by growers within that eradication

zone.

Compliance with rules

Cotton growers are
required to comply
with any depart-

ment (TDA) rules or

procedures, estab-
lished by the department or Foundation, for
implementation of the eradication program in

that zone.
